5 MINUTE 
CHOCOLATE CAKE!

The most dangerous cake recipe.

• 4 tbs. flour      • 4 tbs. sugar   
• 2 tbs. cocoa    • 1 egg
• 3 tbs. milk    • 3 tbs. oil 
• 3 tbs. chocolate chips (optional) 
• a small splash of vanilla extract 
• 1 large coffee mug 

Add dry ingredients to mug, and mix well. Add 
the egg and mix thoroughly. Pour in the milk and 
oil and mix well. Add the chocolate chips (if us-

ing) and vanilla extract, and mix again. 
Put your mug in the microwave and cook for 3 
minutes at 1000 watts (high). The cake will rise 
over the top of the mug, but don’t be alarmed! 
Allow to cool a little, and tip out onto a plate if 

desired.  Then enjoy! 
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TAX CREDITS HAVE BEEN REVISED
NOW GET UP TO $1,500        

On February 17, 2009 President Obama signed “The Stimulus Bill” (The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
of 2009) that dramatically reduces the cost of investing in our homes’ energy efficiency.

The savings don’t stop there.  Along with the federal tax credit, you may find that your local utility companies of-
fer additional rebates for certian products.  In addition, Frisbees is currently offering Carrier rebates of up to 
$1,100 and 12 months, same as cash financing on qualifying equipment.  So there has never been a better 
time to upgrade your homes’ heating/cooling system!

And remember, not only will you save on the purchase of your new high efficiency air conditioner, heat pump, or 
furnace, but the energy savings you’ll achieve can be as much as 40% over your current inefficient system...that 
means saving major bucks on your monthly utility bills!

Whether your air conditioner is a 15-year-old dinosaur 
or brand new, annual maintenance is a must. A spring 
check-up is the time to have the system cleared of any 
foreign material that might have gotten into the equip-
ment over the winter.

It’s important to have the outdoors unit cleaned and 
checked, refrigerant levels checked, verify electrical 
connections are tight, and conduct that all-important 
safety inspection.

Q.  Can the homeowner claim $1,500 in tax credits for improvements made in 2009 and again for im-
provements made in 2010?

 A.  No. Taxpayers may only be eligible for a total of $1,500 in tax credits for improvements made in                                      
         the combined 2 year period; 2009 & 2010.

Q.  Can a homeowner use the entire $1,500 limit as a credit toward the installation of one appliance?

 A.  Yes.  A homeowner may use the entire $1,500 in tax credits for installing a single appliance, such  
         as a qualified furnace, air conditioner, heat pump, or hot water heater.                                                             

Q.  What happens if the 30% of the installed costs is less than $1,500?

 A.  The homeowner can “bank” the remaining available tax credit for other qualified improvements.   
         Any single installation that costs more than $5,000 will instantly reach the $1,500 limit.

Q.  What if the homeowners already claimed $500 in tax credits in 2006 or 2007?

 A. The “lifetime caps” that used to be in place have been removed.  Any previous claims do not count  
        against the current $1,500 tax credit limit.

Q.  Can a homeowner claim the credit for improvements to a second home?

 A. No.  The tax credit is only available for improvements to the taxpayer’s primary residence.
